Dear Parent / Guardian,

The Year 11 Exam Block will commence on Monday, 20 October 2025 (Week 3) and conclude on Tuesday, 28 October 2025
(Week 4). Year 11 exams are conducted using the same processes as the Year 12 External Exams to ensure all students are

familiar with examination procedures.

Students are required to attend school only when they have a scheduled examination, unless they are not up to date with their
Certificate in Workplace Vocational Practices (WVP). Students in this situation will be notified by their teacher and provided
with a ‘WVP Catch-up’ letter by Wednesday, 15 October 2025. Attendance at all catch-up sessions is mandatory until the
student is signed off. There will be a staff member in the Catch-Up Room to mark the roll, supervise and provide assistance to

the students as they complete overdue work.

Students are expected to attend all exams or WVP catch-up sessions in full school uniform and bring the necessary equipment
with them. All exams will be held in the school library unless otherwise indicated and will commence promptly as per the
attached schedule. Students are not required to attend TAG during the Exam Block. Instead, they should proceed directly to

the exam room to ensure they are ready to start on time.

To support punctuality, we strongly recommend students arrive at school before 9:00 am for morning exams and before 12:00

pm for afternoon exams. This allows adequate time for preparation and settling before the scheduled start.

If a student is unwell or experiences an unforeseen event, they must contact their teacher and the Deputy Principal through
the front office on 4721 8777 as soon as possible to arrange an Access Arrangements and Reasonable Adjustments (AARA).
Please note that medical absences require a valid medical certificate and must be lodged with the front office the day of the

exam.
